Roots of Empathy selected as one of HundrED'’s 100
global education innovations

October 4, 2017: Roots of Empathy the non-profit organization that delivers empathy-based programs to primary
school children has been announced by global education non-profit HundrED, as one of its 100 innovative education
projects across the world, all of which have been gathered over the past two years.

HundrED aims to share inspiring ideas and projects across borders to help improve the future of education globally.
To achieve this, a team of researchers investigated innovations from around the world to determine 100 projects that
are changing the face of education. The innovations were identified through research, events and recommendations;
over 700 projects were evaluated based on their originality, impact and scalability.

Roots of Empathy was chosen due to its unique pioneering status and ability to create a scalable impact. The program
brings a baby and parent into a classroom throughout a school year and helps children discover and nurture their own
empathy and emotional literacy. It helps children connect more deeply to themselves and others. Research has proven
that the program has significant effect in reducing aggression, including bullying, and increasing prosocial behavior
(caring, sharing and inclusion).

Roots of Empathy started in Toronto in 1996 and has since grown to every province in Canada as well as 10 other
countries. As of the 2016-2017 school year, the program has reached more than 800,000 children.
